The cost for the days workshop will be £5.00 

and  participants are asked to bring a packed lunch  - drinks will be available throughout the 

day.   Billy Workshop Day will provide lots of fun combined with expert professional tuition, 

including learning accents, rehearsing dialogue  and scenes from the show,  learning the 

dance routine to at least one of the numbers from the show,  and also working on songs 

from the show.  We are looking for all principle parts, as well as miners, policemen/women 

and girl dancers and anyone is welcome to come to the day to work on script, music and 

movement requirements.

as well as some former and current cast members including current Billy Elliot, Tom 

Holland.   3 members of Vocal  Performance Academy's Creative Team attended this 

fantastic day:  VOCAL PERFORMANCE ACADEMY Founder & Musical Director Catherine 

Françoise who has a professional career spanning West End Musical Theatre to Classical 

Opera , Actor & Professional Director IAN MacDONALD  from VPA, and VPA's Technical 

Director, joined other directors from participating groups at the Victoria Palace Theatre for 

this unique event. 

 

Lee Hall, who originally conceived the idea behind Billy Youth Theatre, said: “I am 

delighted that young people around the country will have the opportunity to bring the 

story of Billy Elliot to life in their local communities with the help and guidance of our 

creative team”.

This follows an extremely busy 18 months 

over which VPA has produced 5 fully staged productions at the Compass Theatre, 

Ickenham: Disney's The Jungle Book, Christmas Spectacular 2008,  The Pirates of Penzance 

(Broadway version), and Little Women - The Musical, along with Community fund-raising 

concerts for The Epilepsy Centre, and in November raising £1500 at a sold-out concert for 

vision-4-the-future for Amersham Free Church.  This Christmas 6 performances of Snow 

White and the 7 Dwarfs at Chalfont Community Centre played to packed audiences who 

enjoyed great singing , dancing and lots of laughs with door Collections also raising 

another £139.50 for The Epilepsy Centre - fantastic in spite of the snow!!  (See attached 

photo of Snow White Company).
